Parkview Services owns 48 houses
and condominiums interspersed in

neighborhoods al around King
County. Through our Affordable
Rental Housing Program, 48
homes are rented to approximately
150 people of extremely low
income who have developmental
disabilities.

Although most of our housing is
single family, we have 10
condominiums. Among them, a
notable example is athree-
bedroom town home in the 27-unit
Jackson Place Co-housing
Community at Hiawathaand
Dearborn, in Seattle. This complex
was built in 2001.

In October, 2001, Matt, Patrick
and Nate moved in as the
Parkview first town home tenants,
and they have lived there ever
since. All three of our tenants
have jobs, including one at a
nearby hospital.

A unique feature of this
development is that, as a co-
housing community, the residents
have accepted a number of shared
lifestyle choices, among them:
group decisions about management
and maintenance of the property; a
shared daycare; and a common
house where many of the residents
dine together four times per week,
sharing the meal planning and
preparation.

As community residents, Matt,
Nate, and Patrick are assigned
responsibilities within the
community, such as landscaping,
yard cleaning, recycling, meal
preparation and after-dinner
cleanup.

Matt, Nate, and Patrick are
welcome participantsin the
rhythms of their community—an
arrangement that feels good to
them, to the other town home
owners at Jackson Place, and to
Parkview Services.

A Year-End Charitable Gift Can
Help Your 2007 Income Tax Bill

Giftsto aqualifying not-for-profit
organization (such as Parkview
Services) donated before Dec. 31
can provide a charitable deduction
up to 50% of your adjusted gross
income (AGI) in your 2007 taxes,
depending upon your income and
the type of gift. If you give away
more than half of your AGI, you
may carry forward the excess
contributions for five years.

Donate Property! If you donate
appreciated capital gain property
to charity, the amount of your
deduction is the value of the
property, rather than its cost, and
you are never taxed on the amount
of appreciation. In most property
donations, the annual deduction
limit is 30% of AGI.

Dump an old IRA! Through the
end of 2007, personsage 70! and
older may transfer up to $100,000
of their IRA assets directly to a
qualified nonprofit organization
free of income tax.
